Friday and Saturday night events include a wide range of time-based art, roaming performances, installations, and experimental theater.   Friday’s 3-floor art-mania blow-out includes 22 local, national and international artists featuring: Alice Kemp (London), Dina Kelberman (Baltimore), Carly Ptak (Baltimore), Erin Womack (Baltimore,) Renato Umali & Paul Drueke (WI.)  Saturday’s festival headliners include performance star Dynasty Handbag (NYC) & Prix Ars Electronica award winners - Blevin Blectum (Providence) & Kevin Blechdom (SF.) San Franciso-based trans man emo rapper Katastrophe will end the show on Saturday with a performance and live DJ set.  Curators: Ric Royer, Adam Robinson, Catherine Pancake.

On Sunday the festival will present “Pedestrian Services Exquisite” a guided walking tour of the Station North Arts District with 30 artists providing site-specific, roaming, uncanny, planned/unplanned actions, and other esoteric actions along the way.
